	Focus


	10 points
Entry addresses all portions of the posed essential question and never wonders off topic


	7 points
Entry addresses the majority of the posed essential question and/or wanders off topic no more than twice
	3 points
Entry addresses less than a majority of all portions of the question and/or entry wanders off topic more than twice.

	Organization


	15 points
Entry has a clear beginning, middle, and end.  The beginning introduces the topic and outlines the subjects/concepts being addressed.  The middle develops the topic, and the end summarizes and repeats the most important points.
	9 points
Entry has a clear beginning, middle, and end.  The beginning introduces the topic, the middle develops the topic, and the end summarizes the topic.  Some of the concepts may not be sufficiently addressed or developed in one of these major components.

	3 points
One or more of the components of the entry are missing (beginning, middle, or end) and/or
appropriate characteristics are misaligned to component parts, as the introduction of topic occurs in the middle, the summary occurs in the beginning, etc.

	Justification
	20 points
The answer is supported analytically (100% of the time) by 7 or more facts, quotes, concepts or details from the assigned webpage’s resources, including video and resource hyperlinks.
	13 points
The answer is supported analytically (75-100% of the time) by at least 5 facts, quotes, concepts, or resource details from the assigned webpage’s resources, including video and resource hyperlinks.
	7 points
The answer is supported analytically (less than 50% of the time) by at least 3 facts, quotes, concepts, or details from the assigned webpage’s resources, including video and resource hyperlinks.

	          Accuracy


	15 points
All of the information used in formulating the answer is accurate and detailed with the above 7 justifications
	9  points
The vast majority of the information used in formulating the answer is accurate and detailed with at least 5 justifications.
	3 points
Less than a majority of the information used in formulating the answer is accurate and supported by 1-3 justifications.


	Mechanics
	5 points
The analysis uses standard English, meaning that there are no errors related to punctuation, capitalization, subject/verb agreement, or spelling.  Analysis is also free of sentence fragments.
	3 points
There are no more than 3 mechanical errors.
	1 point
There are more than 3 mechanical errors.
